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Dear Church Family, 

For the month of October, I want to ask you to focus on two simple Christian values-- repentance and accep-
tance. My family arrived on the scene here approximately 6 months ago and have felt a part of your family ever 
since.  You have loved us, prayed for us, fed us, checked on us and I truly appreciate all of you for that.  How-
ever, I believe you would agree that there are people within our church who feel like “strangers” in their own 
church.  And, that should not be true of our wonderful body of believers. If it’s so, God is not pleased with us as 
John the Baptist reveals how we are to live in Matt. 3:8, “Bring forth fruits worthy of repentance.”  It takes two to 
tango.  We all have blown it at some point.  We all make mistakes and sometimes when God brings to mind our 
past battles, we are to deal with them.  Sometimes we may even see things differently than they actually are as 
in this story below. 

A grocery store checkout clerk once wrote columnist Ann Landers to complain that she had seen people buy "luxury" 
food items--like birthday cakes and bags of shrimp--with their food stamps. The writer went on to say that she 
thought all those people on welfare who treated themselves to such non-necessities were "lazy and wasteful." A few 
weeks later Landers’ column was devoted entirely to people who had responded to the grocery clerk. One woman 
wrote: I didn’t buy a cake, but I did buy a big bag of shrimp with food stamps. So what? My husband had been work-
ing at a plant for 15 years when it was shut down. The shrimp casserole I made was for our anniversary dinner and it 
lasted three days. Another woman wrote: I’m the woman who bought the $17 cake and paid for it with food stamps. I 
thought the checkout woman in the store would burn a hole through me with her eyes. What she didn’t know is the 
cake was for my little girl’s birthday. It will be her last. She has bone cancer and will probably be gone in six to eight 
months.  

Jesus wants us to be careful with His people, outside and inside the church.  Today, why don’t we each let the 
healing begin in our church family?  It will begin only when we fall down at the feet of Jesus  and ask God to 
take deep inventory of our heart and life.  Will you do that right now?  I will, because it starts with me.  My family 
and I love serving you and the Lord here.
